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1 INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Objectives 

The primary objective of the JLENS System Development and Demonstration (SDD) Program is 

The JLENS SDn Program is for the design, development, 

procurement, fabrication, integration, testing and delivery of two JLENS Orbits. 

1.2 System Description 

The JLENS Orbit is a dual aerostat-based surveillance and fire control sensor system. The 

surveillance system and the fire control system together make up an Orbit, although each are capable of 

operating as part ofthe Orbit or autonomously. The surveillance system consists of the surveillance 

radar, Communication and Processing Group (CPG) and platfonn. The fire control system consists of the 

fire control radar, CPG and platform. The Surveillance Radar (SuR) performs long-range 360 degree 

detection and tracking, while 

~e CPG serves as the JLENS data and signal processing, communications and aero stat 

flight control center. The platform consists of an aerostat, Mobile Mooring Station (MMS), ground 

support equipment (power conversion module, cable storage module and weather equipment) and tether. 

The aero stat carries the radar payloads to altitude. The MMS anchors; launches and recovers the aerostat. 

The powered, fiber-optic tether connects the MMS to the aerostat, furnishes power to the payloads and is 

used to pass data between the processing station and the aero stat. The communication subsystem (part of 

the CPG) is the means for movement of internal and external data. 

1.3 Scope 

This Statement of Work (SOW) defines the requirements for the JLENS SDD Program. 

Technical requirements are contained in the JLENS System Performance Specification (MIS-PRF-

55628). The contractor shall design, develop, procure, fabricate, integrate, test and deliver two JLENS 

Orbits that meet the requirements of this SOW and MIS-PRF-55628. Only one Orbit will be deployable at 

the end ofthe SDD Program. A second set of full spares & refurbishment of the second Orbit after 

climatic, E3 and transport testing is not required. 
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1.4 Integrated Product Teams (IPTs) 

The JLENS Orbit shall be developed using a partnership between the Government and industry. 

The IPTs shall be the basis of that partnership. The contractor shall implement IPTs as an integral part of 

the JLENS SDD Program. The IPT structure developed shall follow the Contract Work Breakdown 

Structure (CWBS). The contractor shall be an integral member of Government IPTs and the Government 

will be an integral member of contractor IPTs. All contractor IPT documents shall be made available to 

the Government IPT members. The contractor shall develop an IPT plan to include charters for all 

contractor IPTs and sub-IPTs, membership of each IPT and sub-IPT, methodology for Government 

interaction, communication plan, schedule of meetings and make the plan available electronically to all 

IPT Government/contractor members. All IPT charters shall be approved by the Government as part of 

the Program Management Plan. The IPT or sub-IPT charters shall detail the roles, responsibilities and 

authority of its respective IPT or sub-IPT members, both contractor and Government. 

2 INTEGRA TED PROGRAM MANAGEMENT 

2.1 Integrated Cost, Schedule, and Technical Performance Management 

The contractor shall utilize their internal performance management system to plan, schedule, 

budget, monitor, manage and report cost, schedule and technical status applicable to the contract. The 

contractor's internal performance management system shall serve as the single, formal, integrated system 

that meets both the contractor's internal management requirements and the requirements of the 

Government for timely, reliable and auditable performance information. The contractor's system shall 

satisfy the industry standards delineated in ANSIlEIA-748-1998. The contractor's system shall meet the 

guidelines and be maintained in accordance with the requirements of the revised Department of Defense 

(DoD) Earned Value Management (EVM) Policy issued by the DoD Under Secretary of Defense, 

Acquisition, Technology and Logistics. The contractor shall flow down EVM and reporting requirements 

to major subcontractors and Intra-Organizational Transfers (lOT) that, based on risk, schedule criticality 

and dollar value, have the potential to impact the successful completion of the program. The contractor 

shall relate technical accomplishment with cost and schedule accomplishment in contract performance 

reports and at IPT meetings/integrated program reviews. The contractor shall develop a Program 

Management Plan In Accordance With (lAW) DI-MGMT -80004. (Contract Data Requirements List 

(CDRL) BOS2) 

2.2 Meetings and Reviews - Contractor Internal 

The contractor shall identify, conduct, support, attend, document reviews and make assessments 

by which the degree of completion of technical and programmatic efforts related to major schedule

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milestones can be made. The contractor shall notify and invite the Government to all such contractor and 

subcontractor reviews in a timely manner. 

2.3 Meetings and Reviews - Contractor/Government 

The contractor shall conduct quarterly program reviews. The program reviews shall address 

technical perfonnance, risk and risk management, cost, software indicators and corrective actions, 

technical and schedule progress, program status, staffing and issues that could affect program execution. 

The contractor shall relate technical accomplishment to cost and schedule using earned value and the 

Integrated Master Schedule during program reviews. The contractor shall conduct program management 

level reviews at the request of the JLENS Product Manager. The contractor shall develop presentation 

material IAW OI-ADMN-S1373 and meeting minutes and reports IAW DI-AOMN-SlS0S. 

(CDRLs B014 and BO(1) 

2.3.1 Integrated Baseline Review (IBR) 

The contractor shall develop and maintain a comprehensive perfonnance measurement baseline 

and support a Government led IBR. The contractor shall maintain baseline integrity and risk 

identification. The IBR will be conducted within ninety (90) days after definitization ofthe contract, 

exercise of options and major modifications as directed by the Government. The contractor shall flow­

down the fiR requirement to those subcontractors that exceed the EVMS threshold ($SOM) on cost-type 

subcontracts. The contractor shall lead the subcontractor and lOT IBRs with active participation from the 

Government. (CDRL B014 and B001) 

2.4 Integrated Master Plan (IMP) / Integrated Master Schedule (IMS) 

The contractor shall develop and maintain an IMP / IMS IA W DI-MGMT-S1650 that reflects key 

events/milestones, critical path, current status and completion forecasts. The contractor shall ensure that 

all activities are defined, resourced, controlled, scheduled, updated, monitored, reported and managed 

consistent with and supportive of the requirements set forth in this SOW. The contractor shall depict the 

overall structure of the program including the key processes, program events/milestones, significant 

accomplishments and activities as well as defining accomplishment criteria for each event in the IMP for 

the SOD Program. The IMP will serve as the basis for development of the IMS. The contractor shall 

develop a detailed IMS for the SOD Program consistent with the IMP, EVM, CWBS and CWBS 

Dictionary. The contractor shall logically link schedule tasks to reflect the manner in which the work is 

to be perfonned (including subcontractor/inter-organization transfer activities) resulting in the ability to 

analyze a critical path. (CDRL B002)

2.5 Contract Work Breakdown Structure 
The contractor shall develop, implement and maintain a CWBS and CWBS Dictionary lAW 01-

MGMT-81334 to the lowest level at which work is performed. The contractor shall use the CWBS as the 

primary framework for planning, monitoring, budgeting, controlling and reporting the status of program 

cost, schedules and technical performance. .The contractor shall update the CWBS during the execution 

of the contract. The contractor shall submit justifications for proposed changes to CWBS. (CDRL B025) 

2.6 Cost Reporting 

2.6.1 Integrated Program Management Reporting 
The contractor shall report EVM data. The contractor shall report to applicable CWBS elements. 

The contractor shall prepare a Contract Performance Report (CPR) lAW DI-MGMT-81466 and a 

Contract Funds Status Report (CFSR) lAW 0I-MGMT-8146S. The contractor shall reconcile the 

cost/schedule data elements in the CFSR with the CPR. The contractor shall provide a reconciliation of 

the CFSR and CPR as an addendum to the CPR. To maintain necessary visibility, the contractor shall 

report data separately on the CPR via the CWBS structure. (CDRLs B004 and B003) 

2.6.2 Cost and Software Data Reporting 
The contractor shall prepare Contractor Cost Data Reports (CCDRs) and Software Resources 

Data Reports (SRDRs) in accordance with the JLENS Cost and Software Data Reporting Plan (CSDR) 

(Appendix C). These reports include Contract Data Summary Reports (DO Form 1921) IA W DI-FNCL-

81565, Functional Cost Hour and Progress Report (DO Form 1921-1) IAW DI-FNCL-81566 and SRDR

2.6.3 Program Cost Estimate 
A Rough Order of Magnitude Cost for SOD program procurement, operations and sustainment of 

the JLENS Orbit, pertaining to the contractor portion only, shall be developed lAW DI-FNCL-80448. 

The estimate will contain the costs for the fire control radar, surveillance radar, processing station, 

communications, platform, system engineering, program management and system test and evaluation 

costs by fiscal year and with each component cost shown separately. The estimate shall contain the 
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assumptions used in developing the estimate and shall not be requested more than twice a fiscal year. A 

maximum of 12 estimates may be required. (CDRL B005) 

2.7 Data Management 

The contractor shall establish and implement a data management process that shall reproduce, 

catalog, store and deliver data items. The contractor shall make available all technical and programmatic 

data as requested by the Government. The contractor shall maintain a data repository for classified 

storage and an efficient means to accomplish fast and accurate classified data retrieval until the contractor 

is notified by the contracting officer that the Government classified repository is available for use. The 

contractor shall use the Government unclassified Management Infonnation System (MIS) Portal for 

delivery of unclassified data. The contractor shall notify the Government Point of Contact (POC) 

designated on the corresponding CDRL via email when data is posted to the classified repository and the 

unclassified MIS Portal. The contractor shall include the filename and path to the posted data in the 

email. The Government poe designated on the corresponding CDRL will provide notification ofCDRL 

receipt to the contractor via email. The contractor shall deliver data that is usable on personal computers 

contractor shall ensure all electronic deliveries are free from viruses. The contractor shall support and 

provide input lAW DI-MGMT-814S3 to the Government development of acquisition documentation.

3 SYSTEM ENGINEERING 

3.1 General 
The contractor shall conduct systems engineering and provide a system design that meets the 

requirements of this SOW and MIS-PRF-55628. The contractor shall be responsible for total system 

integration and performance to include supporting the Government in assessing and optimizing total 

system reliability. The configurations of the system and the prime items shall be documented in the 
. . 

Orbit, System and Subsystem Design Description, as described in the Design Notebook IA W DI-IPSC-

81432. The contractor shall translate the analysis and allocation of requirements from MIS-PRF-S5628 

and prepare the requirements, functional, allocated and product baseline design in preparation for 

program milestones. This engineering effort shall be based on and shall incorporate the contractor's 

systems engineering process that includes requirements analysis, functional analysis/allocation and design 

synthesis. Systems engineering shall include Orbit, system and subsystem engineering requirements 

allocation, specification production and configuration management, system analyses, tactical hardware, 
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tactical software, tactical ground support equipment, risk management, radio frequency management, test 

requirements/plans, interface management and integration, safety, modeling and simulations, Cost as an 

Independent Variable (CAIV) and technical reviews and meetings. The contractor shall develop and 

submit a Systems Engineering Management Plan (SEMP) lAW DI-MGMT -81024 that clearly defines the 

JLENS systems engineering process. (CDRLs B008 and B044) 

3.2 Systems Engineering Process 
The contractor shall apply the principles of systems engineering and implement the requirements 

ofMIS-PRF-55628 during the design work. The systems engineering process shall include all aspects of 

the design to include: external interfaces, supportability, logistics feasibility, environmental requirements, 

manpower and personnel, human factors, safety, supply support, support and test equipment, technical 

documentation, computer resources support, packaging, handling, storage and transportability, hazardous 

material handling and disposition, facilities, Reliability, Availability and Maintainability and Training 

(RAM-T). 

3.3 System Engineering Requirements Allocation 
The contractor shall develop a Specification Tree lAW DI-MISC-80508 for the JLENS Orbit to 

the equivalent of the Orbit, system and subsystem level. The contractor shall flow down the requirements 

from the MIS PRF 55628 to the equivalent of the Orbit, system and subsystem level. The Specification 

Tree shall be a top down diagrammatic representation of the breakdown of specification from the top 

specification (system performance specification) to lower level specifications (e.g. Prime Item 

Development Specification, Interface Control Document, Critical Item Development Specification, 

Software Requirements Specification, Source Control Document). The Specification Tree shall sho\Y the 

interdependency of specifications and form a convenient medium for the cataloging of applicable 

specifications. The contractor shall define and document the requirements in hardware lAW DI-SDMP-

81465 and software IA W DI-IPSC-81433 specifications. The contractor shall develop Interface Control 

Documents for internal and external interfaces lAW DI-CMAN-S124S. The contractor shaH develop and 

maintain design documentation that will allow the contractor to replicate the JLENS hardware and 

software. The contractor shall document the design that meets the requirements and supporting analyses 

in a Design Notebook, such as the Engineering Design Notebook, and supporting documents such as a 

System Subsystem Design Document (SSDD), and with software design documents as identified in the 

Software Development Plan. The Design Notebook shall contain the key analyses and tradeoff studies 

conducted to support performance requirements, design and design tradeoffs. The Design Notebook shall 

include key parameters and assumptions used to determine hardware/software specification requirements. 

The Design Notebook shall contain a description of the system architecture that is being developed and 
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fabricated. This description shall be provided in terms of visual descriptions, performance estimates and 

physical description. The Government shall have access, for use at Government facilities, to all 

requirements traceability database files, to include current and previous baselines. (CDRLs B007, B009, 

B029 and BOlO) 

3.4 System Analyses 

The contractor shall conduct performance analyses to support the system designs in accordance 

with the requirements ofMIS-PRF-55628. 

Performance analyses and trade studies shall be completed and system design shall be updated prior to 

design reviews to reflect the results of the trade studies. All trade studies shall include CAIV. All 

analyses and trade studies generated under this section shall be included in the Design Notebook. (CDRL 

B008) 

3.5 Producibility and Manufacturing 

The contractor shall implement a producibility and manufacturing program that incorporates 

producibility and manufacturing into the design. This program shall include design strategies to address 

obsolescence, production readiness reviews, producibility planning and manufacturing technology 

insertion, associated with manufacturing and production. The contractor shall prepare Producibility 

Analysis Reports IA W DI-MGMT-80797. (CDRL B020) 

3.5.1 Production Engineering and Transition Planning 
The contractor shall develop and implement a manufacturing strategy IA W DI-MGMT-80790 

that facilitates a smooth and orderly transition from development to low rate production. (CDRL B041) 

3.5.2 Producibility 

The contractor shall consider producibility in design decisions. Efforts to make the design more 

producible shall be directed toward achievement of cost goals and ensure manufacturing capabilities 

support the design. The contractor shall establish and maintain a system for measuring and reporting 

manufacturing costs. 

3.S.3 Manufacturing Plan 

The contractor shall prepare a manufacturing plan IA W DI-MGMT-80004 for the most 

economical set-up based on anticipated Low Rate Initial Production (LRIP) and Full Rate Production 

(FRP) delivery rates. Manufacturing planning and tooling is based upon a planned LRIP rate of one 

system per year (FY12 and FY13), a planned FRP rate of one system per year (FY14 and FYlS) and a 
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FRP rate of two systems per year (FY16, FY17, FY18, FY19, FY20). The contractor will identify critical 

JLENS hardware in the manufacturing plan. The manufacturing plan shall describe and document the 

manufacturing processes for critical JLENS hardware and the plan to transition this hardware to LRIP. 

The tenn "critical hardware", as used throughout section 3.5 of this SOW, is defined as hardware that fits 

one or more of the following criteria: 

a. utilizes manufacturing processes for which a facility or supplier does not have a proven history 

of continuous production at a volume similar to that planned for JLENS. 

b. utilizes manufacturing tests which are unique to JLENS. 

c. utilizes manufacturing processes such that conformance to requirements cannot be verified by 

inspection or test and if deviated from could affect product performance or safety. (CDRL B062) 

3.5.4 Production Qualification

inspection equipment, test procedures, work instructions and tooling for the JLENS critical hardware. 

3.5.S Production Pilot Lines 
Pilot production lines shall be established for critical hardware items, as early as design maturity 

allows during the SDD Program. Pilot lines shall be validated prior to LRIP Production Readiness 

Review (PRR) and shall be used to manufacture hardware used for operational test The Production I 

Process Verification (PPV) shall be performed on specified critical items to verify production processes 

are in accordance with the design, manufacturing, inspection and test documentation. 

3.S.6 Production Readiness Review (PRR) 
The contractor shall conduct PRRs, with Government participation, for all prime items and their 

associated critical hardware as defined in paragraph 3.5.3. The PRRs are a fonnal assessment of the 

contractor's ability to produce hardware and are the basis of a Government Production Readiness 

Assessment. The contractor shall develop presentation material IA W DI-ADMN-81373 and meeting 

minutes and reports IA W DI-ADMN-81505. (CDRL B014, B001) Accepted as Modified. 

3.S.7 Special Tooling (ST), Special Test Equipment (STE), Special Inspection Equipment 

(SIE) and Peculiar Support Equipment (PSE) 

The ST, STE, SIE and PSE designs shall represent production configuration and meet production 

rates as individual equipment or by duplication. During the design of the STE, SIB and PSE, 

consideration shall be given to standardization of common components to reduce spare parts required to 

support production. When ST/STE is used as a medium of inspection, the calibration, verification and re­

verification procedures of the ST/STE shall be included in the quality.program planning.

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3.5.8 Facilitization Plan 

The contractor shall develop and document lAW DI-MGMT-80004 the initial, and any follow-on, 

production facilitization requirements to support planned production rates. This includes all facilities, 

production equipment, test equipment and special equipment required to produce the JLENS Orbit.

3.6 Hardware Development 
The contractor shall design, develop, fabricate, assemble, integrate, test, evaluate, document, 

deliver and support all JLENS hardware. The contractor has the responsibility for ensuring that hardware 

designs and deliverables meet the requirements of the MIS-PRF-55628 and this SOW. The contractor 

shall complete and document the conceptual and developmental design drawings/models lAW MIL-DTL-

accomplish a design that is cost effective and reliable. The contractor is encouraged to use commercial 

products, processes and practices that will reduce development, production and operational support costs. 

The contractor shall develop an Acceptance Test Plan (ATP) fot hardware critical items lAW DI-QCIC-

80553. The contractor shall provide and maintain sufficient hardware to meet the requirements of this 

contract. The contractor shall be responsible for total support of the hardware, including all maintenance 

and provision of spare/repair parts. Beginning with each Prime Item CDR, the contractor shall develop 

and implement a closed-loop Failure Reporting, Analysis and Corrective Action System (FRACAS) for 

hardware failures lAW DI-RELI-81315. This system shall be used to resolve detected hardware 

problems. The contractor shall document each detected hardware problem and corresponding corrective 

action. This system shall inclUde/incorporate company or commercial best practices and shall be of 

sufficient detail to meet the program requirements and ensure program success. (CDRLs BOS7, B042, 

and B061) 

3.7 Software 

3.7.1 Software Reuse 

The contractor shall report re,use metrics including but not limited to size, breakage factor by SI, 

identification of changes required and proposed validation of change in regular Government/contractor 

IPT meetings and Technical Interchange Meetings and as identified in the Software Development Plan 

(SOP). 
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3.7.2 Software Engineering Environment (SEE) 
The contractor shall establish, control and maintain configuration of a SEE. The SEE shall 

provide the facilities, hardware, software, firmware, procedures and documentation needed to perform 

software development and software testing at each development facility. Elements may include, but are 

not limited to, Computer Aided Software Engineering (CASE) tools, software development library, 

software development files, compilers, assemblers, linkers, loaders, operating systems, debuggers, 

simulators, emulators, documentation tools, database management systems, code analyzers, test case 

generators and path analyzers. Government shall have access, on a non-interfering and read-only basis, to 

all the elements of the SEE to support System Software Engineering, QA, CM and Independent 

Verification &Validation (IV&V) efforts. 

3.7.3 Software Development 
The contractor shall develop, document, submit and implement a SDP which includes a 

description of the SEE lAW DI-IPSC-81427. The contractor shall develop, document and deliver an 

Interface Requirement Specification IA W DI-IPSC-81434. The contractor shall document the 

requirements traceability for each software item in a Software Requirements Specification lAW DI-IPSC-

81433. The contractor shall design, develop, integrate and deliver software that meets the requirements of 

the Software Requirements Specifications and Interface Requirements Specifications. The contractor shall 

deliver software including, but not limited to, all executable software, source files, build and make files 

and software support information developed under the JLENS Contract lAW DI-MCCR-80700. These 

deliveries shall include formal and interim software builds. Except as provided in the LimitedlRestricted 

Rights Assertion Section of the contract, software source code developed under this contract will be in 

accordance with the Software Source Code License, Number JLENS-WSLA-Ol (DFARS Clause 

252.227 -70 14(b)( 4 ». Submission of any proprietary source code will be for JLENS Product Office 

analysis and IV&V purposes only, on an as required basis, in accordance with a mutually agreed upon no 

fee license. If the JLENS Product Office analysis and IV & V is performed by a non-Government entity, 

then a Non-Disclosure Agreement with that entity, specifically protecting the proprietary source code 

software will be put in place prior to submission of any source code material. The software binaries and 

source code shall be delivered with che~ksums to verify data integrity. The contractor shall develop and 

document the interface design in an Interface Design Description (IDD) for each Computer Software 

Configuration Item (CSCI) lAW DI-IPSC-81436. The contractor shall document the design decisions, 

algorithm descriptions and the architectural designs in a Software Design Description (SOD) Document 

for each CSCI lAW DI-IPS-81435. (CDRLs 8011, B032, B029, B023, B021 and 8033) 
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3.7.4 Software Testing 
The contractor shall develop, document and implement a software test plan lAW DI-IPSC-81438 

for software testing. The contractor shall conduct unit testing for all new and modified software units. 

The contractor shall conduct unit or Software Item (SI) level testing for all safety critical and safety 

related software. The contractor shall conduct unit integration testing for all software units. The 

contractor shall document the specific unit and unit integration test cases and related test procedures. The 

contractor shall verify all of the requirements in the Software Requirements Specifications (B029), each 

in accordance with the specified qualification method. The contractor shall invite the Government to 

witness all software qualification testing. The contractor shall document and deliver a Software Test 

Description (STD) lAW DI-IPSC-81439 for each release of a CSC!. The STD describes the test 

preparations, test cases, test procedures and method to be used to perform Software Qualification Testing 

(SQT) of each release of a CSCI or a software system or subsystem. The contractor shall conduct 

software qualification testing lAW the STD for each software release. All SQT, or other software test 

events shall be performed using tactical representative hardware and test tools, where available. The 

contractor shall provide evidence to the Government to substantiate test tools as a valid engineering 

representation of system behaviors. The contractor Software Quality Assurance (SQA) personnel shall 

witness or audit all SQT events. The contractor shall document and deliver a Software Test Report IA W 

DI-IPSC-81440 for each release of a CSCI. The Software Test Report is a record ofthe testing performed 

on a CSCI, a software system or subsystem or other software-related item. (CDRLs B035, B036 and 

B037). 

3.7.5 Software Version 
The contractor shall develop and maintain software documentation and code that will allow the 

contractor to replicate and modify the JLENS Software at each phase of the release process, utilizing a 

version control and tracking system in a Software Version Description (SVD) document for each release 

ofa CSC!. The SVD shall be prepared lAW DI-IPSC-81442. The contractor shall documentthe exact 

version of each software release. The contractor shall include in the documentation the descriptions of 

the capabilities and limitations of each software version, the patches and fixes from previous versions and 

the completed and outstanding software problem reports. The contractor shall provide maintenance 

support for all software throughout the continuance of the contract. (CDRL B024) 

3.7.6 Software Installation 

The contractor shall develop, maintain and deliver a Software Installation Plan IA W DI-IPSC-

81428 to include procedures for software installation, software update procedures, software operations, 
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database initializations, prime item interfaces and other system specific information necessary to ensure 

the JLENS Orbit is operational. (CDRL B038) 

3.7.7 Software Reviews 

The contractor shall perform Software Requirements Review (SRR), Software Critical Design 

Review (SCDR) and Software Test Readiness Review (STRR) for the following software builds: FeR 

Builds 2 and 3, SuR Builds 2 and 3, CPG Builds 3 and 4 and platform final software build. 

3.7.7.1 Software Requirements Review 

The contractor shall host one or more SRRs IA W the program schedule to review the 

development activity and its output in the context of the overall system and platform requirements. The 

SRR shall provide a formal transition from the project requirements analysis and planning phase into 

development. The contractor shall assure the Government that all the affected requirements have been 

identified and the proposed development project has been sufficiently planned and documented to the 

Government's satisfaction. All software CSCIs shall be identified and WBS elements and metrics 

reporting for each software eSCI level shall be addressed. The first SRR for a prime item shall be 

conducted prior to or in conjunction with the prime item PDR. The contractor shall develop presentation 

materiallA W DI-ADMN-81373 and meeting minutes and reports lAW DI-ADMN-81505. (CDRL B014 

and B001) 

3.7.7.2 Software Critical Design Reviews 

The contractor shall host one or more software eDRs (SCDR) lAW the Program Software 

Release Schedule, to review the detailed design and operational and support documents to demonstrate to 

the Government's satisfaction that the detailed design satisfies the system, subsystem and unit level 

software requirements; the simulations and models accurately reflect the system, subsystem and unit level 

software performance parameters; the external ICDs and internal roDs accurately reflect the system 

interfaces as dictated by the system and sub-system specifications; and the software interfaces and 

software engineering documentation accurately reflect and are in compliance with the rCDs 

hardware/software interface requirements. The contractor shall develop presentation materiallA W 01-

ADMN-81373 and meeting minutes and reports IA W DI-ADMN-8150S. (CDRL BOt4 and BOOt) 

3.7.7.3 Software Test Readiness Reviews 

The contractor shall host one or more software TRRs (STRRs) lAW the program software release 

schedule in support of system and subsystem software qualification tests. The reviews shall address test 

objectives, schedules, safety, configuration, data requirements and suitability of the test hardware and/or 

~oftware to support the test objectives IA W the STP. All test procedure steps shall be reviewed to ensure 
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each software requirement has been demonstrated. The contractor shall provide adequate assurance that 

the SQT shall be performed using tactical representative hardware where available. Results of STRR 

must be reviewed and approved by the Government prior to proceeding to SQT. The contractor shall 

develop presentation material lAW DI-ADMN-81373 and meeting minutes and reports lAW DI-ADMN-

81505. (CDR B014 and BOOI) 

3.7.8 Software Failure Reporting and Corrective Action 
The contractor shall develop and implement a closed-loop FRACAS for all failures occurring 

during system debugging. checkout. engineering tests and contractor maintenance. This system shall be 

used to resolve detected software problems once each prime item CDR has been conducted. The 

contractor shall document each detected software problem and corresponding corrective action once each 

prime item CDR has been conducted. This system shall incorporate company or commercial best 

practices and shall be of sufficient detail to meet the program requirements and ensure program success. 

(CDRLB061) 

3.7.9 Management Indicators 
The contractor shall collect, interpret, use and report software management indicators as 

described in the SDP. The contractor shall address software management indicators and corrective 

actions at the program reviews. The contractor shall develop presentation material lAW DI-ADMN-

81373. (CDRL BOI4) 

3.7.10 Firmware 
The contractor shall identify all developed and / or modified firmware. its location within the 

JLENS system. its associated functionality and a safety analysis including rationale and traceability to any 

related hazard(s). Rationale shall be provided to exclude the software associated with these devices from 

the software category. The contractor shall develop software for programmable hardware identified as 

software lAW the SOP and shall identify these items lAW DI-IPSC-81435. Otherwise, the contractor 

shall develop the software for programmable devices identified as hardware IA W internal best practices. 

These best practices shall be presented to the Government for review. (CDRL B033) 

3.8 Interface Management and Integration 

The design shall be modular to the maximum extent possible and shaH facilitate substitution of 

alternate payloads from a separate source. This requirement shall be satisfied by submission of the 

JLENS System Interface Control Document (leO). The ICD outline will be such that the 'as designed' 

interface between the payload and platform can be separately delivered upon request. (CDRL BOlO) 
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3.9 Support to Software IV&V and Other Efforts 
The contractor shall support the establishment of the Government Software Integration Lab (SIL), 

modeling and simulation efforts, as well as the government managed Orbit-level software assessments 

and SIV & V testing. This support will include support to the weekly status teleconferences, accepting and 

dispositioning trouble reports and providing assistance in software configuration and installation within 

the Government SIL. ,This software support will not exceed 1.5 full time equivalents through the end of 

the SDD contract.. 

3.10 Safety 

The contractor shall conduct system safety engineering and use the Government provided Hazard 

Tracking System (HTS) database in support of all design, development and test activities. The HTS 

database, including all data and records, shall be the property of the Government. The contractor shall 

conduct a System Safety Program (SSP) consistent with MIL-STD-882D, standard practice for system 

safety and as guidance the JLENS Syste~ Safety and Health Management Plan (SSHMP). Hazards shall 

be defined as outlined in MIL-STD-882D. The contractor shall prepare Safety Assessment Reports 

(SAR) lAW DI-SAFT-80102. The contractor shall prepare the System Safety Program Plan lAW Dr­

MGMT-80004. The contractor shall ensure that subcontractor's safety plans are in conformance with the 

contractor's safety plan. The safety design features of all electronic equipment shall be implemented 

using MIL-HDBK-454A as guidance. The aerostat shall meet appropriate safety requirements for 

airborne platforms as specified by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). The JLENS Orbit 

hardware and software, to include data displays, shall ,be designed to optimize the functionality and 

efficiency of operations for sustained periods of high activity in accordance with MIL-STD-1472F, as 

applicable. The contractor shall conduct a Human Factors Engineering (HFE) Program using MIL­

HDBK-46855 as guidance. All hazards, to include single point failures, single point human errors and 

any combination offailures and human errors shall be eliminated through design, or mitigated to a 

Government acceptable risk level as defmed in MIS-PRF-55628 paragraph 3.15.1 and MIL-STD-882D. 

Throughout the life cycle of the JLENS Orbit, the hardware and software shall mitigate all hazards that 

could cause personal injury, equipment damage or have an environmental impact. The Software Safety 

Program shall be implemented using MIL-STD-882. The Joint Software System Safety Committee 

(JSSSC) Software System Safety Handbook shall be used as guidance. (CDRL B012 and B045) 

3.11 Modeling and Simulation 
The contractor shall develop models and simulations under the guiding tenets of Simulation and 

Modeling for Acquisition, Requirements and Training (SMART). The SMART is defined in Department 

of the Army Pamphlet 5-12, the "Planning Guidelines for SMART" and the "SMART Execution Plan." 
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These documents are maintained by the Army Model and Simulation Office 

(http://www.amso.army.mil/smartldocumentslguidelines/). The ultimate goal of SMART is to provide 

systems with greater utility at lower cost, minimizing risk and reducing operations and sustainment 

budgets. The contractor shall prepare a Simulation Support Plan IA W DI-MGMT-80004. (CDRL B046) 

3.11.1 Engineering Modeling and Simulations 

The contractor shall provide access to simulation tools that will be used by the contractor for 

requirements verification. The contractor shall provide simulation source code, executables and available 

documentation used for contractor verification and validation of the simulation IA W DI-IPSC-81441. 

The contractor shall make simulation results available for Government review IA W DI.,.MISC-80048. 

(cnRL B034 and B013) 

3.11.2 System Integration Laboratory (SIL) 

The contractor shall develop and maintain a SIL consisting of simulations, models, hardware and 

software. The SIL shall support the integration of hardware and software. The contractor shall develop 

and submit a SIL Validation Plan IA W DI-MGMT -80004 that describes how the contractor validates all 

SIL capabilities used in the verification of prime item hardware and software performance. (CDRL B053) 

3.12 Technical Reviews and Meetings 

3.12.1 Design Reviews 

The contractor shall conduct SOD Program contract milestone reviews to include, but not limited 

to, the System Requirements Review (SRR), System Functional Review (SFR), Preliminary Design 

Reviews (PDRs) and Critical Design Reviews (CDRs) at the contractor's facilities. sAt each milestone 

review, the contractor shall address Orbit and system level design integration and shall summarize each 

prime item's role within the system. Contractor conducted Subsystem Readiness RevieWs (Le., Prime 

Item PDRs and CDRs) shall include Government participation. The contractor shall develop presentation 

material IA W DI-ADMN~813 73 and meeting minutes and reports IA W DI-ADMN-81S0S. (CDRLs 

B014 and B001) 

3.12.2 Design Review Entrance Criteria 

To facilitate an event driven approach to design reviews, the contractor in collaboration with the 

Government shall define the process and timeline for developing entrance criteria for all planned reviews 

in the SEMP.

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3.12.3 Design Review Exit Criteria 

To facilitate an event driven approach to design reviews, the contractor, in collaboration with the 

government, shall define the process and time line for developing exit criteria for all planned reviews in 

the SEMP. 

3.13 INFORMATION & TECHNOLOGY ASSURANCE 

3.13.1 General 
The JLENS Orbit will maintain an appropriate level of confidentiality, integrity, authentication, 

non-repudiation and availability that reflect a balance among the importance and sensitivity of the 

information; documented threats and vulnerabilities; the trustworthiness of users and interconnecting of 

other systems; and the impartment to connectivity and/or the impact of destruction or loss of the system. 

3.13.3 Information Assurance (IA) 

The contractor shall support the Government managed JA Program IA W AR 25-1, Chapter 5 and 

AR 25-2. The contractor shall implement DoDI 8500.2 ensuring confidentiality, integrity and availability 

throughout the JLENS SOD Program. The contractor shall implement the JLENS IA Strategy dated 25 

April 2005. The contractor shall appoint a primary and alternate pac. Each pac shall become familiar 

with applicable documents such as: 000, Army Directives Pamphlets and regulations on IA and 

participate in JLENS sponsored IPTs. The contractor shall send IA appointment letters showing the pac 
names to the JLENS Product Offic~ annually and certify that the individuals have conducted self study on 

applicable directives on IA (or within thirty (30) days of a pac change). The contractor shall ensure that 

all IA enabled products incorporated into JLENS SOD Program to perform security functions comply 

with the evaluation and validation requirements of the National Security Telecommunications and 

Information Systems Security Policy 11, in accordance with 0000 8500.1. The contractor shall comply 

with paragraph 4.17 of 0000 8500.1. IA enabled products that have IA functionality that is not used 

shall have that functionality disabled. 
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3.13.4 DoD Information Assurance Certification and Accreditation Process (DIACAP) 
The contractor shall comply with DIACAP in accordance with OSDCIO Memo July 6, 2006 

Subject: Interim Department of Defense Information Assurance Certification and Accreditation Process 

Guidance. The contractor shall assist the Government in all applicable phases of the Certification and 

Accreditation (C&A) process. The contractor shall be an active participant in the JLENS IA Working 

Group to provide technical assistance during the C&A process. 

3.13.5 DoD Core Architecture Data Models (CADM) 

The DoD Architecture Framework (DoDAF) defines a common approach for DoD architectures. 

The DoD CADM is the underlying set of products within DoDAF. The CADM incorporates the term 

integrated architectures and is comprised of a number of specific models, definitions and views as 

specified in the DoDAF documentation and are categorized into operational views, system views and 

technical views. The contractor shall support the Government managed development of the DoDAF 

documentation to further define and implement the system views and technical views models so t~at all 

data entities shall be fully attributed and ensure the use of DoD standard data elements. The contractor 

shall support the Government in further definition and specific analysis of information requirements 

essential to support development of essential architecture products contained in the JLENS Information 

Support Plan. 

3.13.6 Transient EMission of PulsE Surveillance Technology (TEMPEST) 

The JLENS System is a transportable system in a tactical environment. The contractor shall 

follow Government regulation NSTISSAM TEMPEST / 2-95, 2-95a, DoDD S-5200.19 and 

Memorandum Number 20063301, US Army TEMPEST Office CTTA, as guidance. Deviation from 

these regulations will require coordination through the Government to the cognizant CTTA. The US 

Army TEMPEST Office will fully address any additional technical guidance or interpretation of the 

JLENS TEMPEST design as requested by the contractor and approved through the JPO. 

3.14 DoD Information Technology Standards Registry (DISR) 
The contractor shall maintain the JLENS technical architecture profile in accordance with DISR. 

The contractor shall develop and deliver lAW DI-MISC-80508 an implementation strategy that details 

how and to what extent the JLENS development will comply with the provisions of the applicable 

portion(s) of the DISR. The contractor will provide inputs to the Government for the Government to 

include into the Government managed DISR database. Government approval is required prior to any 

deviations from the DISR requirements (DISR replaced the Joint Technical Architecture). (CDRL B043) 
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3.15 DoD Net·Centric Data Strategy 

The contractor shall support the implementation of the 000 Global Information Grid (GIG). The 

GIG is the globally interconnected, end-to-end set of information capabilities associated processes and 

personnel for collecting, processing, storing and disseminating information for the warfighter. The 

contractor shall use, develop or refine metadata in accordance with the Defense Information Systems 

Agency established DoD Metadata Registry and based on the International Organization of Standards 

11179 Specification for metadata registries. The contractor shall maintain a JLENS Metadata Registry, 

which for 000 currently incorporates existing resources such as the DoD Extensible Markup Language 

(XML) Registry, the Defense Data Dictionary System and commonly used reference sets. The contractor 

shall integrate other resources such as messaging formats, symbology, ontologies and transformation 

services.

Go.vernment monitoring and/o.r participation in co.ntractor and subcontracto.r tests and demonstratio.ns. 

The contractor shall provide the Government electronic notification a minimum of ninety six (96) ho.urs 

prior to initiation of conduct of contractor or subcontractor, subsystem and system, tests that have 

Government approved test plans. The contractor shall perform component and subsystem level testing to 

include prime item tests, integration tests and system tests and/or demonstrations. The contractor shall 

conduct Test Readiness Reviews (TRRs) prior to system ground tests, elevated tests and system flight 

tes~s. The contractor shall submit agendas lAW DI-ADMN-813 73 and minutes lAW DI-ADMN-81S0S 

for the TRRs. The contractor shall be capable of reducing and analyzing data recorded during Orbit and 

system testing within 48 hours or 24 hours if target telemetry data is made available by the Government 

within 8 ho.urs of test completion, to expedite test schedule decision planning. The contracto.r will pre­

plan and coordinate perio.ds of use o.fthe Government o.perated test ranges with the JLENS Product 

Office. The Go.vernment will accommodate 2417 o.perations as needed to. support requirements testing in 

accordance with range availability and limitations. (CDRLs BOIS, BOI6, BOI4, and BOOl) 

5.2 Test Plans, Reports and Reviews 

The contractor shaH prepare and submit test plans IA W DI-NDTI-80566 and test reports lAW 

DI-NDTI-80809 for Orbit, system, subsystems and compo.nents. The Master Test Plan shall address the 

entire test program including performance and integratio.n testing and demonstrations at the 

co.ntractor/subcontractor facilities and at Government field test sites. The contractor shall prepare and 

submit a test repo.rt for each test event for which a test plan is prepared. (CDRLs BOIS and BOI6) 

5.3 Stimulator Integration 

The co.ntractor shall support the integration of the JLENS Stimulator with the JLENS Orbit. 

The contractor shall provide support in the Go.vernment performance evaluation of the JLENS Fire 

Control and Surveillance Systems using the JLENS Stimulator to conduct Simulation only and Simulation 

Over Live testing. The contractor shall support integration testing of the JLENS stimulator at the 

Surveillance and Fire Contro.l SILs. Contractor support for these activities will not exceed 2.4 full time 

equivalents over the period October 2006 through September 2011. The contractor shall provide an 
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Interface Contro I Document IA W DI-CMAN-81248 to define the integration of the stimulator into the 

JLENS Surveillance and Fire Control Systems. (CDRL BOlO)

Contractor support in the case of Government E3 and 

Environmental Testing shall include review of test plans and test procedures, personnel, test fixtures, test 

equipment, the ability to determine functionality of the test itemls during and/or after each test event and a 

repair plan schedule consistent with ~he test schedule. The contractor shall support Government 

conducted TRRs. Government testing includes engineering tests and tests involving the use of soldiers. 

The contractor shall assist the Government with planning, collection, reduction, analysis and reporting of 

test data. These tests may be conducted concurrently with contractor tests. 

5.6 Models and Simulations Verification, Validation and Accreditation (VV&A) Support 
The contractor shall support Government managed VV &A. 

5.7 Interoperability ,Test Program 
The contractor shall provide level of effort support to the Government conducted Interoperability

6 SPECIALTY ENGINEERING 

6.1 Logistics 

6.1.1 Logistics Program 

The contractor shall continue to develop, update and maintain the JLENS Logistics Program in 

accordance with Anny Regulation 700-127. The contractor's logistics program shall use these iterative 

processes that provide for early and continued logistics influence on design to enhance supportability: 

Identify and verify requirements and associated documentation for support of testing, minimize future 

operations maintenance costs; identify and resolve logistics issues early in the program to include 
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Manpower Personnel Integration (MANPRINT) and training issues, document pre and post-fielding 

support requirements; support fielding and deployment; and implement performance-based support. 

6.1.2 Logistics Engineering 

As an integral part of the systems engineering process, the contractor shall conduct logistics 

engineering to satisfy the requirements ofMIS-PRF-55628 and to minimize the total Operation and 

Support (O&S) costs of the JLENS SOD Program plus all of its associated Government Furnished 

Property (GFP) requirements. Logistics engineering shall include all the elements of Integrated Logistics 

Support (ILS). Within the JLENS support structure, the contractor shall emphasize maintainability, 

availability and transportability engineering. The contractor shall develop a two-level support system 

(field and sustainment) for JLENS peculiar items. For GFP, the contractor shall consider the implications 

of the compatibility of existing logistics support structures (i.e. 3-level support systems) in the over-all 

context of engineering the JLENS support system. 

6.1.3 Supportability Analysis 
The contractor shall establish and conduct a ~upportability Analysis (SA) Program in accordance 

with MIL-HDBK-S02 that integrates and optimizes ILSIMANPRINT requirements within system 

performance requirements (including GFP) for the life-cycle of the system.

equipment, technical manuals, etc.).

6.1.5 Trade-Off Analysis 

The contractor shall perform Trade-Off Analysis (TOA) of alternatives to reduce the total 

logistics footprint of the JLENS Orbit (plus GFP) and the size/scop~ of the total GFP required to: operate , 

support, transport and deploy the system. The contractor will deliver the TOA IA W DI-MISC-80S0S. 

(CDRLB051) 
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6.1.6 Logistics Management Information 
The contractor shall continue to develop and maintain the LMI Program per MIL-PRF-49506 

which documents the output of all supportability analyses in the Logistic Management Information (LMI) 

Data Products lAW DI-ALSS-81529 and the LMI Summaries lAW DI-ALSS-81530. The contractor 

shall provide on-line access, to include ad hoc query capability, to the LMI database. The contractor shall 

provide all supportability data i~ formats compatible with national standard databases and the LMI 

performance specification. The contractor shall provide LMI database training to those individuals 

identified by the JLENS Supportability IPT. (CDRLs B054, and BOSS) 

6.1.7 Integrated Product Team 
The contractor shall participate in Government, contractor and Government! contractor integrated 

product teams and sub-product teams to identify and disseminate issues to the logistics community. 

6.1.8 Logistics Database 
The contractor shall establish and maintain current, web-based and on-line logistics database 

functionality to document maintenance and/or supply actions, training tasks and action(s) taken as 

appropriate during government tests and demonstrations, tests utilizing Government resources, exercises 

and during preparation for fielding. The contractor shall provide the Government on-line access to this 

database. 

6.1.9 Integrated Support Plan 
The contractor shall develop, update, deliver and implement the Integrated Support Plan (ISP) 

IA W DI-MGMT-80004, to reflect the JLENS System Development and Demonstration Program and 

schedule. The contractor shall use the Department of the Army Pamphlet 700-56 and the JLENS 

Supportability Strategy as the foundation for the ISP. The ISP shall include logistics events and 

schedules and the following sub-plans. (CDRL B017) 

6.1.9.1 Maintenance Plan 
The contractor shall develop, update and submit the maintenance plan lAW DI-MGMT-80004 as 

a sub-plan to the ISP. The maintenance plan shall include specific information and schedules on built-in­

test!built-in-test equipment, failure analysis/diagnostic/prognostics, on-line-diagnostics, on-site resolution 

of software anomalies, levels of maintenance, personnel, parts/provisioning, tools facilities, military 

occupational specialties/skills, technical documentation (such as interactive electronic technical manuals, 

or logistics data bases) and reliability, availability and maintainability characteristics. (CDRL B017) 
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6.1.9.2 Supply Plan 
The contractor shall update and submit the supply plan IA W DI-MGMT-80004 as a sub-plan to 

the ISP. The supply plan shall be developed to support JLENS Orbit during testing and in the field.

procurement, fabrication, integration, testing and delivery of two JLENS Orbits. 

1.2 System Description

The JLENS Orbit is a dual aerostat-based surveillance and fire control sensor system. The 

surveillance system and the fire control system together make up an Orbit, although each are capable of 

operating as part of the Orbit or autonomously. The surveillance system consists of the surveillance 

radar, Communication and Processing Group (CPG) and platform. The fire control system consists of the 

fire control radar, CPG and platform. The Surveillance Radar 

detection and tracking, while the 

The CPG serves as the JLENS data and signal processing, communications and aerostat 

flight control center. The platfonn consists of an aero stat, Mobile Mooring Station (MMS), ground 

support equipment (power conversion module, cable storage module and weather equipment) and tether. 

The aero stat carries the radar payloads to altitude. The MMS anchors, launches and recovers the aerostat. 

The powered, fiber-optic tether connects the MMS to the aerostat, furnishes power to the payloads and is 

used to pass data between the processing station and the aerostat.

1.3 Scope 
This Statement of Work (SOW) defines the requirements for the JLENS SDD Program.

55628). The contractor shall design, develop, procure, fabricate, integrate, test and deliver two JLENS 

Orbits that meet the requirements of this SOW and MIS-PRF-55628. Only one Orbit will be deployable at 

the end of the SDD Program. A second set of full spares & refurbishment of the second Orbit after 

climatic, E3 and transport testing is not required. 
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1.4 Integrated Product Teams (lPTs) 

The JLENS Orbit shall be developed using a partnership between the Government and industry. 

The IPTs shall be the basis of that partnership. The contractor shall implement IPTs as an integral part of 

the JLENS SDD Program. The IPT structure developed shall follow the Contract Work Breakdown 

Structure (CWBS). The contractor shall be an integral member of Government IPTs and the Government 

will be an integral member of contractor IPTs.

All IPT charters shall be approved by the Government as part of 

the Program Management Plan. The IPT or sub-IPT charters shall detail the roles, responsibilities and 

authority of its respective IPT or sub-IPT members, both contractor and Government. 

2 INTEGRATED PROGRAM MANAGEMENT 

2.1 Integrated Cost, Schedule, and Technical Performance Management 

The contractor shall utilize their internal performance management system to plan, schedule, 

budget, monitor, manage and report cost, schedule and technical status applicable to the contract.

The contractor's system shall meet the 

guidelines and be maintained in accordance with the requirements of the revised Department of Defense 

(DoD) Earned Value Management (EVM) Policy issued by the DoD Under Secretary of Defense, 

Acquisition, Technology and Logistics. The contractor shall flow down EVM and reporting requirements 

to major subcontractors and Intra-Organizational Transfers (lOT) that, based on risk, schedule criticality 

and dollar value, have the potential to impact the successful completion of the program. The contractor 

shall relate technical accomplishment with cost and schedule accomplishment in contract performance 

reports and at IPT meetings/integrated program reviews. The contractor shall develop a Program 

Management Plan In Accordance With (IA W) DI-MGMT-80004. (Contract Data Requirements List 

(CDRL) B052) 

2.2 Meetings and Reviews - Contractor Internal 

The contractor shall identify, conduct, support, attend, document reviews and make assessments 

by which the degree of completion of technical and programmatic efforts related to major schedule 
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milestones can be made. The contractor shall notify and invite the Government to all such contractor and 

subcontractor reviews in a timely manner. 

2.3 Meetings and Reviews - Contractor/Government

2.3.1 Integrated Baseline Review (IBR) 
The contractor shall develop and maintain a comprehensive performance measurement baseline 

and support a Government led mR. The contractor shall maintain baseline integrity and risk 

identification. The IBR will be conducted within ninety (90) days after definitization of the contract, 

exercise of options and major modifications as directed by the Government. The contractor shall flow­

down the IBR requirement to those subcontractors that exceed the EVMS threshold ($SOM) on cost-type 

subcontracts. The contractor shall lead the subcontractor and lOT mRs with active participation from the 

Government. (CDRL B014 and B001) 

2.4 Integrated Master Plan (IMP) / Integrated Master Schedule (IMS) 
The contractor shall develop and maintain an IMP / IMS IA W DI-MGMT-816S0 that reflects key 

events/milestones, critical path, current status and completion forecasts. The contractor shall ensure that 

all activities are defined, resourced, controlled, scheduled, updated, monitored, reported and managed 

consistent with and supportive of the requirements set forth in this SOW. The contractor shall depict the 

overall structure of the program including the key processes, program events/milestones, significant 

accomplishments and activities as well as defining accomplishment criteria for each event in the IMP for 

the SDD Program. The IMP will serve as the basis for development of the IMS. The contractor shall 

develop a detailed IMS for the SDD Program consistent witll the IMP, EVM, CWBS and CWBS 

Dictionary. The contractor shalllogicaUy link schedule tasks to reflect the manner in which the work is 

to be performed (including subcontractor/inter-organization transfer activities) resulting in the ability to 

analyze a critical path. (CDRL B002) 
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2.5 Contract Work Breakdown Structure 

The contractor shall develop, implement and maintain a CWBS and CWBS Dictionary lAW DI-

MGMT-81334 to the lowest level at which work is performed. The contractor shall use the CWBS as the 

primary framework for planning, monitoring, budgeting, controlling and reporting the status of program 

cost, schedules and technical performance. .The contractor shall update the CWBS during the execution 

of the contract. The contractor shall submit justifications for proposed changes to CWBS. (CDRL B025) 

2.6 Cost Reporting 

2.6.1 Integrated Program Management Reporting 

The contractor shall report EVM data. The contractor shall report to applicable CWBS elements. 

The contractor shall prepare a Contract Performance Report (CPR) lAW DI-MGMT -8l466 and a 

Contract Funds Status Report (CFSR) IA W DI-MGMT-81468. The contractor shall reconcile the 

cost/schedule data elements in the CFSR with the CPR. The contractor shall provide a reconciliation of 

the CFSR and CPR as an addendum to the CPR. To maintain necessary visibility, the contractor shall 

report data separately on the CPR via the CWBS structure. (CDRLs B004 and B003) 

2.6.2 Cost and Software Data Reporting 

The contractor shall prepare Contractor Cost Data Reports (CCDRs) and Software Resources 

Data Reports (SRORs) in accordance with the JLENS Cost and Software Data Reporting Plan (CSDR) 

(Appendix C). These reports include Contract Data Summary Reports (DO Form 1921) IA W DI-FNCL-

81565, Functional Cost Hour ~d Progress Report COD Form 1921-1) lAW DI-FNCL-81566 and SRDR 

(DD Forms 2630-2,3) lAW DI-MISC-80508. The contractor may customize or tailor the DO Forms 

2630-2,3 to be consistent with data it normally collects. The contractor shall propose the software 

measurement data within a Software Resources Data Collection Plan as part ofthe Software Development 

Plan. The contractor is responsible for flowing down the requirements of this paragraph to all 

subcontractors. (CCDR and CSDR Manuals are available from the Defense Cost and Resource Center 

(DCARC) website http://dcarc.pae.osd.mil.)(CDRLB026,B027,B048,B049) 

2.6.3 Program Cost Estimate 
A Rough Order of Magnitude Cost for SOD program procurement, operations and sustainment of 

the JLENS Orbit, pertaining to the contractor portion only, shall be developed lAW DI-FNCL-80448. 

The estimate will contain the costs for the frre control radar, surveillance radar, processing station, 

communications, platform, system engineering, program management and system test and evaluation 

costs by fiscal year and with each component cost shown separately. The estimate shall contain the 
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assumptions used in developing the estimate and shall not be requested more than twice a fiscal year. A 

maximum of 12 estimates may be required. (CDRL BOOS) 

2.7 Data Management 
The contractor shall establish and implement a data management process that shall reproduce, 

catalog, store and deliver data items. The contractor shall make available all technical and programmatic 

data as requested by the Government. The contractor shall maintain a data repository for classified 

storage and an efficient means to accomplish fast and accurate classified data retrieval until the contractor 

is notified by the contracting officer that the Government classified repository is available for use. The 

contractor shall use the Government unclassified Management Information System (MIS) Portal for 

delivery of unclassified data. The contractor shall notify the Government Point of Contact (POC) 

designated on the corresponding CDRL via email when data is posted to the classified repository and the 

unclassified MIS Portal. The contractor shall include the filename and path to the posted data in the 

email. The Government POC designated on the corresponding CDRL will provide notification of CDRL 

receipt to the contractor via email. The contractor shall deliver data that is usable on personal computers 

using Microsoft Windows Operating System and Microsoft Office Application Programs. _ 

The 

contractor shall ensure all electronic deliveries are free from viruses. The contractor shall support and 

provide input lAW DI-MGMT -81453 to the Government development of acquisition documentation. 

(B006) 

3 SYSTEM ENGINEERING 

3.1 General 
The contractor shall conduct systems engineering and provide a system design that meets the 

requirements of this SOW and MIS-PRF-55628. The contractor shall be responsible for total system 

integration and performance to include supporting the Government in assessing and optimizing total 

system reliability. The configurations of the system and the prime items shall be documented in the 

Orbit, System and Subsystem Design Description, as described in the Design Notebook IA W DI-IPSC-

81432. The contractor shall translate the analysis and allocation of requirements from MIS-PRF-55628 

and prepare the requirements, functional, allocated and product baseline design in preparation for 

program milestones. This engineering effort shall be based on and shall incorporate the contractor's 

systems engineering process that includes requirements analysis, functional analysis/allocation and design 

synthesis. Systems engineering shall include Orbit, system and subsystem engineering requirements 

allocation, specification production and configuration management, system analyses, tactical hardware, 
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tactical software, tactical ground support equipment, risk management, radio frequency management, test 

requirements/plans, interface management and integration, safety, modeling and simulations, Cost as an 

Independent Variable (CAlV) and technical reviews and meetings. The contractor shall develop and 

submit a Systems Engineering Management Plan (SEMP) IA W DI-MGMT -81024 that clearly defines the 

JLENS systems engineering process. (CDRLs B008 and B044) 

3.2 Systems Engineering Process 
The contractor shall apply the principles of systems engineering and implement the requirements 

ofMIS-PRF-55628 during the design work. The systems engineering process shall include all aspects of 

the design to include: external interfaces, supportability, logistics feasibility, environmental requirements, 

manpower and personnel, human factors, safety, supply support, support and test equipment, technical 

documentation, computer resources support, packaging, handling, storage and transportability, hazardous 

material handling and disposition. facilities, Reliability, Availability and Maintainability and Training 

(RAM-T). 

3.3 System Engineering Requirements Allocation 
The contractor shall develop a Specification Tree lAW DI-MISC-S0508 for the JtENS Orbit to 

the equivalent ofthe Orbit, system and subsystem level. The contractor shall flow down the requirements 

from the MIS PRF 55628 to the equivalent of the Orbit, system and subsystem level. The Specification 

Tree shall be a top down diagrammatic representation of the breakdown of specification from the top 

specification (system performance specification) to lower level specifications (e~g. Prime Item 

Development Specification, Interface Control Document, Critical Item Development Specification, 

Software Requirements Specification, Source Control Document). The Specification Tree shall show the 

interdependency of specifications and form a convenient medium for the cataloging of applicable 

specifications. The contractor shall define and document the requirements in hardware lAW DI-SDMP-

81465 and software IA W DI-IPSC-SI433 specifications. The contractor shall develop Interface Control 

Documents for internal and external interfaces lAW DI-CMAN-8124S. The contractor shall develop and 

maintain design documentation that will allow the contractor to replicate the JLENS hardware and 

software. The contractor shall document the design that meets the requirements and supporting analyses 

in a Design Notebook, such as the Engineering Design Notebook, and supporting documents such as a 

System Subsystem Design Document (SSDD), and with software design documents as identified in the 

Software Development Plan. The Design Notebook shall contain the key analyses and tradeoff studies 

conducted to support performance requirements, design and design tradeoffs. The Design Notebook shall 

include key parameters and assumptions used to determine hardware/software specification requirements. 

The Design Notebook shall contain a description of the system architecture that is being developed and 
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fabricated. This description shall be provided in terms of visual descriptions, performance estimates and 

physical description. The Government shall have access, for use at Government facilities, to all 

requirements traceability database files, to include current and previous baselines. (CDRLs B007, B009, 

B029 and BOlO) 

3.4 System Analyses 

The contractor shall conduct performance analyses to support the system designs in accordance 

with the requirements ofMIS-PRF-55628. 

shall conduct analyses that establish the 

Performance analyses and trade studies shall be completed and system design shall be updated prior to 

design reviews to reflect the results of the trade studies. All trade studies shall include CAIV. All 

analyses and trade studies generated under this section shall be included in the Design Notebook. (CDRL 

B008) 

3.5 Producibility and Manufacturing 

The contractor shall implement a producibility and manufacturing program that incorporates 

producibility and manufacturing into the design. This program shall include design strategies to address 

obsolescence, production readiness reviews, producibility planning and manufacturing technology 

insertion, associated with manufacturing and production. The contractor shall prepare Producibility 

Analysis Reports lAW DI-MGMT-80797. (CDRL B020) 

3.5.1 Production Engineering and Transition Planning 

The contractor shall develop and implement a manufacturing strategy lAW DI-MGMT-80790 

that facilitates a smooth and orderly transition from development to low rate production. (CDRL B041) 

3.5.2 Producibility 

The contractor shall consider producibility in design decisions. Efforts to make the design more 

producible shall be directed toward achievement of cost goals and ensure manufacturing capabilities 

support the design. The contractor shall establish and maintain a system for measuring and reporting 

manufacturing costs. 

3.5.3 Manufacturing Plan 

The contractor shall prepare a manufacturing plan lAW DI-MGMT -80004 for the most 

economical set-up based on anticipated Low Rate Initial Production (LRIP) and Full Rate Production 

(FRP) delivery rates. Manufacturing planning and tooling is based upon a planned LRIP rate of one 

system per year (FY12 and FY13), a planned FRP rate of one system per year (FY14 and FY15) and a 
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FRP rate of two systems per year (FYI6, FYI7, FY18, FY19, FY20). The contractor will identify critical 

JLENS hardware in the manufacturing plan. The manufacturing plan shall describe and document the 

manufacturing processes for critical JLENS hardware and the plan to transition this hardware to LRIP. 

The term "critical hardware", as used throughout section 3.5 of this SOW, is defined as hardware that fits 

one or more of the following criteria: 

a. utilizes manufacturing processes for which a facility or supplier does not have a proven history 

of continuous production at a volume similar to that planned for JLENS. 

b. utilizes manufacturing tests which are unique to JLENS. 

c. utilizes manufacturing processes such that conformance to requirements cannot be verified by 

inspection or test and if deviated from could affect product performance or safety. (CDRL B062) 

3.5.4 Production Qualification 
The contractor shall prove-out production representative manufacturing processes, test and 

inspection equipment, test procedures, work instructions and tooling for the JLENS critical hardware. 

3.5.5 Production Pilot Lines 
Pilot production lines shall be established for critical hardware items, as early as design maturity 

allows during the SDD Program. Pilot lines shall be validated prior to LRIP Production Readiness 

Review (PRR) and shall be used to manufacture hardware used for operational test. The Production I 

Process Verification (PPV) shall be performed on specified critical items to verify production processes 

are in accordance with the design, manufacturing, inspection and test documentation. 

3.5.6 Production Readiness Review (PRR) 
The contractor shall conduct PRRs, with Government participation, for all prime items and their 

associated critical hardware as defined in paragraph 3.5.3. The PRRs are a formal assessment of the 

contractor's ability to produce hardware and are the basis of a Government Production Readiness 

Assessment. The contractor shall develop presentation material IA W DI-ADMN-81373 and meeting 

minutes and reports IA W DI-ADMN-81S0S. (CDRL B014, B001) Accepted as Modified. 

3.5.7 Special Tooling (ST), Special Test Equipment (STE), Special Inspection Equipment 
(SIE) and Peculiar Support Equipment (PSE) 

The ST, STE, SIB and PSE designs shall represent production configuration and meet production 

rates as individual equipment or by duplication. During the design of the STE, SIE and PSE, 

consideration shall be given to standardization of common components to reduce spare parts required to 

support production. When ST/STE is used as a medium of inspection, the calibration, verification and re­

verification procedures of the ST/STE shall be included in the quality program planning. 
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3.5.8 Facilitization Plan 

The contractor shall develop and document lAW DI-MGMT -80004 the initial, and any follow-on, 

production facilitization requirements to support planned production rates. This includes all facilities, 

production equipment, test equipment and special equipment required to produce the JLENS Orbit. 

(CDRLBOS6) 

3.6 Hardware Development 

The contractor shall design, develop, fabricate, assemble, integrate, test, evaluate, document, 

deliver and support all JLENS hardware. The contractor has the responsibility for ensuring that hardware 

designs and deliverables meet the requirements of the MIS-PRF-55628 and this SOW. The contractor 

shall complete and document the conceptual and developmental design drawings/models IA W MIL-DTL-

31000 of all JLENS hardware IA W DI-DRPR-80651. The contractor shall ensure compatibility of all 

functional and'physical interfaces. The contractor shall conduct trade studies and analyses as required to 

accomplish a design that is cost effective and reliable. The contractor is encouraged to use commercial 

products, processes and practices that will reduce development, production and operational support costs. 

The contractor shall develop an Acceptance Test Plan (A TP) for hardware critical items IA W DI-QCIC-

80553. The contractor shall provide and maintain sufficient hardware to meet the requirements of this 

contract. The contractor shall be responsible for total support of the hard~are, including all maintenance 

and provision of spare/repair parts. Beginning with each Prime Item CDR, the contractor shall develop 

and implement a closed-loop Failure Reporting, Analysis and Corrective Action System (FRACAS) for 

hardware failures lAW DI-RELI-81315. This system shall be used to resolve detected hardware 

problems. The contractor shall document each detected hardware problem and corresponding corrective 

action. This system shall include/incorporate company or commercial best practices and shall be of 

sufficient detail to meet the program requirements and ensure program success. (.CDRLs BOS7, B042, 

and B061) 

3.7 Software 

3.7.1 Software Reuse 
The contractor shall report reuse metrics including but not limited to size, breakage factor by SI, 

identification of changes required and proposed validation of change in regular Government/contractor 

IPT meetings and Technical Interchange Meetings and as identified in the Software Development Plan 

(SDP). 
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3.7.2 Software Engineering Environment (SEE) 
The contractor shall establish, control and maintain configuration of a SEE. The SEE shall 

provide the facilities, hardware, software, firmware, procedures and documentation needed to perform 

software development and software testing at each development facility. Elements may include, but are 

not limited to, Computer Aided Software Engineering (CASE) tools, software development library, 

software development files, compilers, assemblers, linkers, loaders, operating systems, debuggers, 

simulators, emulators, documentation tools, database management systems, code analyzers, test case 

generators and path analyzers. Government shall have access, on a non-interfering and read-only basis, to 

all the elements of the SEE to support System Software Engineering, QA, CM and Independent 

Verification & Validation (IV & V) efforts. 

3.7.3 Software Development 

The contractor shall develop, document, submit and implement a SDP which includes a 

description of the SEE IA W DI-IPSC-S1427. The contractor shall develop, document and deliver an 

Interface Requirement Specification IA W DI-IPSC-S1434. The contractor shall document the 

requirements traceability for each software item in a Software Requirements Specification IA W DI-IPSC-

81433. The contractor shall design, develop, integrate and deliver software that meets the requirements of 

the Software Requirements Specifications and Interface Requirements Specifications. The contractor shall 

deliver software including, but not limited to, all executable software, source files, build and make files 

and software support infonnation developed under the JLENS Contract IA W DI-MCCR-80700. These 

deliveries shall include fonnal and interim software builds. Except as provided in the LimitedlRestricted 

Rights Assertion Section of the contract, software source code developed under this contract will be in 

accordance with the Software Source Code License, Number JLENS-WSLA-Ol (DFARS Clause 

252.227 -70 14(b)( 4». Submission of any proprietary source code will be for JLENS Product Ofl!ce 

analysis and IV & V purposes only, on an as required basis, in accordance with a mutually agreed upon no 

fee license. If the JLENS Product Office analysis and IV&V is perfonned by a non-Government entity, 

then a Non-Disclosure Agreement with that entity, specifically protecting the proprietary source code 

software will be put in place prior to submission of any source code material. The software binaries and 

source code shall be delivered with checksums to verity data integrity. The contractor shall develop and 

document the interface design in an Interface Design Description (IDD) for each Computer Software 

Configuration Item (CSCI) IA W DI-IPSC-SI436. The contractor shall document the design decisions, 

algorithm descriptions and the architectural designs in a Software Design Description (SDD) Document 

for each eSCI IA W DI-IPS-S1435. (CnRLs BOll, B032, B029, B023, B02l and B033) 
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3.7.4 Software Testing 

The contractor shall develop, document and implement a software test plan lAW DI-IPSC-8143 8 

for software testing. The contractor shall conduct unit testing for all new and modified software units. 

The contractor shall conduct unit or Software Item (SI) level testing for all safety critical and safety 

related software. The contractor shall conduct unit integration testing for all software units. The 

contractor shall document the specific unit and unit integration test cases and related test procedures. The 

contractor shall verify all of the requirements in the Software Requirements Specifications (B029), each 

in accordance with the specified qualification method. The contractor shall invite the Government to 

witness all software qualification testing. The contractor shall document and deliver a Software Test 

Description (STD) lAW DI-IPSC-81439 for each release ofa CSCI. The STD describes the test 

preparations, test cases, test procedures and method to be used to perform Software Qualification Testing 

(SQT) of each release of a CSCI or a software system or subsystem. The contractor shall conduct 

software qualification testing lAW the STD for each software release. All SQT, or other software test 

events shall be performed using tactical representative hardware and test tools, where available. The 

contractor shall provide evidence to the Government to substantiate test tools as a valid engineering 

representation of system behaviors. The contractor Software Quality Assurance (SQA) personnel shall 

witness or audit all SQT events. The contractor shall document and deliver a Software Test Report IA W 

DI-IPSC-81440 for each release of a CSC!. The Software Test Report is a record of the testing performed 

on a CSCI, a software system or subsystem or other software-related item. (CDRLs B035, B036 and 

D037). 

3.7.5 Software Version 
The contractor shall develop and maintain software documentation and code that will allow the 

contractor to replicate and modify the JLENS Software at each phase of the release process, utilizing a 

version control and tracking system in a Software Version Description (SVD) document for each release 

of a CSC!. The SVD shall be prepared IA W DI-IPSC-81442. The contractor shall document the exact 

version of each software release. The contractor shall include in the documentation the descriptions of 

the capabilities and limitations of each software version, the patches and fixes from previous versions and 

the completed and outstanding software problem reports. The contractor shaH provide maintenance 

support for all software throughout the continuance of the contract. (CURL B024) 

3.7.6 Software Installation 

The contractor shall develop, maintain and deliver a Software Installation Plan lAW DI-IPSC-

81428 to include procedures for software installation, software updl!-te procedures, software operations, 
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database initializations, prime item interfaces and other system specific information necessary to ensure 

the JLENS Orbit is operational. (CDRL B038) 

3.7.7 Software Reviews 

The contractor shall perform Software Requirements Review (SRR), Software Critical Design 

Review (SCDR) and Software Test Readiness Review (STRR) for the following software builds: FCR 

Builds 2 and 3, SuR Builds 2 and 3, CPG Builds 3 and 4 and platform final software build. 

3.7.7.1 Software Requirements Review 
The contractor shall host one or more SRRs IA W the program schedule to review the 

development activity and its output in the context of the overall system and platform requirements. The 

SRR shall provide a formal transition from the project requirements analysis and planning phase into 

development. The contractor shall assure the Government that all the affected requirements have been 

identified and the proposed development project has been sufficiently planned and documented to the 

Government's satisfaction. All software CSCls shall be identified and WBS elements and metrics 

reporting for each software CSCI level shall be addressed. The first SRR for a prime item shall be 

conducted prior to or in conjunction with the prime item PDR. The contractor shall develop presentation 

material lAW DI-ADMN-81373 and meeting minutes and reports IA W DI-ADMN-81505. (CDRL B014 

and B001) 

3.7.7.2 Software Critical Design Reviews 

The contractor shall host one or more software CDRs (SCDR) lAW the Program Software 

Release Schedule, to review the detailed design and operational and support documents to demonstrate to 

the Government's satisfaction that the detailed design satisfies the system, subsystem and unit level 

software requirements; the simulations and models accurately reflect the system, subsystem and unit level 

software performance parameters; the external ICDs and internal IDDs accurately reflect the system 

interfaces as dictated by the system and sub-system specifications; and the software interfaces and 

software engineering documentation accurately reflect and are in compliance with the ICDs 

hardware/software interface requirements. The contractor shall develop presentation material IA W DI­

ADMN-81373 and meeting minutes and reports lAW DI-ADMN-81505. (CDRL B014 and B001) 

3.7.7.3 Software Test Readiness Reviews 

The contractor shall host one or more software TRRs (STRRs) lAW the program software release 

schedule in support of system and subsystem software qualification tests. The reviews shall address test 

objectives, schedules, safety, configuration, data requirements and suitability of the test hardware andlor 

software to support the test objectives lAW the STP. All test procedure steps shall be reviewed to ensure

3.7.8 Software Failure Reporting and Corrective Action 
The contractor shall develop and implement a closed-loop FRACAS for all failures occurring 

during system debugging, checkout, engineering tests and contractor maintenance. This system shall be 

used to resolve detected software problems once each prime item CDR has been conducted. The 

contractor shall document each detected software problem and corresponding corrective action once each 

prime item CDR has been conducted. This system shall incorporate company or commercial best 

practices and shall be of sufficient detail to meet the program requirements and ensure program success. 

(CDRLB06t) 

3.7.9 Management Indicators 
The contractor shall collect, interpret, use and report software management indicators as 

described in the SOP. The contractor shall address software management indicators and corrective 

actions at the program reviews. The contractor shall develop presentation material IA W DI-ADMN-

81373. (CDRL B014) 

3.7.10 Firmware 
The contractor shall identify all developed and I or modified firmware, its location within the 

JLENS system, its associated functionality and a safety analysis including rationale and traceability to any 

related hazard(s). Rationale shall be provided to exclude the software associated with these devices from 

the software category. The contractor shall develop software for programmable hardware identified as 

software IA W the SDP and shall identify these items 1A W DI-IPSC-8143S. Otherwise, the contractor 

shall develop the software for programmable devices identified as hardware IA W internal best practices. 

These best practices shall be presented to the Government for review. (CDRL B033) 

3.8 Interface Management and Integration 
The design shall be modular to the maximum extent possible and shall facilitate substitution of 

alternate payloads from a separate source. This requirement shall be satisfied by submission of the 

JLENS System Interface Control Document (ICD). The ICD outline will be such that the 'as design~d' 

interface between the payload and platform can be separately delivered upon request. (CDRL BOlO) 
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3.9 Support to Software IV&V and Other Efforts 
The contractor shall support the establishment of the Government Software Integration Lab (SIL), 

modeling and simulation efforts, as well as the government managed Orbit-level software assessments 

and SN &V testing. This support will include support to the weekly status teleconferences, accepting and 

dispositioning trouble reports and providing assistance in software configuration and installation within 

the Government SIL. This software support will not exceed 1.5 full time equivalents through the end of 

the SOD contract .• 

3.10 Safety 

The contractor shall conduct system safety engineering and use the Government provided Hazard 

Tracking System (HTS) database in support of all design, development and test activities. The HTS 

database, including all data and records, shall be the property of the Government. The contractor shall 

conduct a System Safety Program (SSP) consistent with MIL-STO-8820, standard practice for system 

safety and as guidance the JLENS System Safety and Health Management Plan (SSHMP). Hazards shall 

be defined as outlined in MIL-STD-882D.

The contractor shall send IA appointment letters showing the poe 
names to the JLENS Product Office annually and certify that the individuals have conducted self study on 

applicable directives on IA (or within thirty (30) days of a POC change). The contractor shall ensure that 

all IA enabled products incorporated into JLENS SOD Program to perform security functions comply 

with the evaluation and validation requirements of the National Security Telecommunications and 

Information Systems Security Policy 11, in accordance with 0000 8500.1. The contractor shall comply 

with paragraph 4.17 of 0000 8500.1. IA enabled products that have IA functionality that is not used 

shall have that functionality disabled. 
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3.13.4 DoD Information Assurance Certification and Accreditation Process (DIACAP)

(XML) Registry, the Defense Data Dictionary System and commonly used reference sets. The contractor 

shall integrate other resources such as messaging fonnats, symbology, ontologies and transfonnation 

services.

The contractor shall provide the Government electronic notification a minimum of ninety six (96) hours 

prior to initiation of conduct of contractor or subcontractor, subsystem and system, tests that have 

Government approved test plans. The contractor shall perform component and subsystem level testing to 

include prime item tests, integration tests and system tests and/or demonstrations. The contractor shall 

conduct Test Readiness Reviews (TRRs) prior to system ground tests, elevated tests and system flight 

tests. The contractor shall submit agendas IA W DI-ADMN-81373 and minutes IA W DI-ADMN-81505 

for the TRRs. The contractor shall be capable of reducing and analyzing data recorded during Orbit and 

system testing within 48 hours or 24 hours if target telemetry data is made available by the Government 

within 8 hours oftest completion, to expedite test schedule decision planning.

The contractor shall prepare and 

submit a test report for each test event for which a test plan is prepared. (CDRLs B015 and BOI6) 

5.3 Stimulator Integration 

The contractor shall support the integration of the JLENS Stimulator with the JLENS Orbit. 

The contractor shall provide support in the Government perfonnance evaluation of the JLENS Fire 

Control and Surveillance Systems using the JLENS' Stimulator to conduct Simulation only and Simulation 

Over Live testing. The contractor shall support integration testing of the JLENS stimulator at the 

Surveillance and Fire Control SILs. Contractor support for these activities will not exceed 2.4 full time 

equivalents. The contractor shall provide an Interface Control Document IA W DI-CMAN-81248 to 
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define the integration of the stimulator into the JLENS Surveillance and Fire Control Systems. (CDRL 

BOlO) 

5.4 System TestslDemonstrations 
If requested under the changes clause of this contract, the contractor shall support the planned 

Government events such as to 

demonstrate incremental and full system capability. 

5.5 Government Test Support 
The contractor shall support the Government in the conduct of JLENS Government tests lAW 

MTP. The contractor shall be responsible for providing and maintaining test articles (hardware and 

software) at the Government designated test sites. Contractor support in the case of Government E3 and 

Environmental Testing shall include review of test plans and test procedures, personnel, test fixtures, test 

equipment, the ability to determine functionality ofthe test itemls during and/or after each test event and a 

repair plan schedule consistent with the test schedule. The contractor shall support Government 

conducted TRRs. Government testing includes engineering tests and tests involving the use of soldiers. 

The contractor shall assist the Government with planning, collection, reduction, analysis and reporting of 

test data.
