Background

Section 205(c)(2)(B)(i)(I) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 405) permits
SSA to issue Social Security account numbers ( SSNs) to lawfully admitted aliens.
Section 205(c)(2)(B)(ii) sets forth the evidence requirements for issuing an SSN,
including proof of alien status.

In 2000, the SSA finalized its data sharing agreements with Department of
State and the Immigration and Naturalization Service (now U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services) to assist SSA in SSNs to newly-arrived immigrants.
